Rebecca Beegle's work has been produced and developed with Rude Mechanicals and Austin Script Works, both
of Austin, Texas. She was a 2005 finalist for the Heideman Award, Actors Theatre of Louisville. In 2004, her
play “Don’t Drown” was nominated for the David Mark Cohen New Play Award by the Austin Critics Table. Her
writing has appeared in Fence, elimae, the Austin Chronicle, and 5-Trope.

MFA Director Joanna Garfinkel most recently served as Assistant Director for KJ Sanchez' production of
House of Atreus at UBC. In Austin, Texas' burgeoning creative scene, she helped to create last year's Bonfire
Festival, directing three short world premieres. Prior to that, she directed Don't Drown for the Rude Mechanicals,
which won two “Austin Critics' Table” awards, and Honey for FronteraFest, nominated for “Best of Fest”. She
directed Maria Irene Fornes' Mud for the iron belly muses, and was nominated for a B. Iden Payne award for her
work on "Curieosity" for that company. She also served as Music Director for KOOP radio for 4 years, produced
her own weekly radio show, and played in two bands. She is currently developing another play for UBC's
Dorothy Somerset Studio; a new adaptation of Marivaux's La Dispute.
